4. To avoid any obvious indiscretion regarding godly lifestyle choices, the following statement is offered for clarification. 

Lifestyle ‑ Because we are living letters known and read by all, while serving with Family Community Church, we require you:

To refrain from using any controlled substances (i.e., illegal drugs & etc.) either privately or publicly.

c.
To refrain from the consumption of alcohol (liquor, beer, and wine) privately or publicly.

d.  To refrain from use of any tobacco products publicly while at any youth sponsored or church sponsored function.

5.  Dress Code & Personal Appearance

Family Community Church (FCC) expects each team member to use good taste and mature judgment in maintaining appropriate businesslike appearance at all times in the ministry. Please understand that you are expected to dress and groom yourself in accordance with accepted ministry standards.

Proper attire is essential in our place of ministry. Dress at FCC can best be described as business casual attire. A neat, tasteful appearance contributes to the positive impression you make on our members and general public. You are expected to be suitably attired and groomed while representing FCC. A good, clean appearance bolsters your own poise and self-confidence and greatly enhances our ministry image. 

However, under all circumstances team members are expected to wear clothing appropriate for our ministry environment. Clothing should be neat, clean and tasteful. You should always dress in a professional and appropriate manner.

Personal appearance should be a matter of concern for each team member. If your team leader feels your attire and/or grooming is out of place, you may be asked to leave your place of service until you are properly attired and/or groomed. 

All team members are expected to appear clean, neat, safe and conservative in keeping with the professional dignity of FCC. For reasons of professional appearance and safety, no facial jewelry (except ear rings for females only) should be worn, and tattoos should be covered whenever possible. No tank tops, tops with “spaghetti” straps, muscle shirts, exposed chest area or any garments that reveals exposed cleavage, excessively tight or shorts shorter than 2” above the knee will be permitted. Team members are prohibited from wearing sandals or flip-flops or sock-less for safety purposes.

FCC reserves the right to exercise managerial judgment to take such actions relating to team members as may be necessary to ensure appropriate attire in the ministry. (Please keep in mind the possible discomfort your team leader would feel of s/he had to address this issue with you.)
